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There was once a crude little lifeboat station.
The building was just a hut, and there was only
one boat, but the few members kept a constant
watch over the sea and went out day and night
to save those who might drown.

Some of those who had been saved wanted to
join the lifeboat station and help with the work.
New boats were bought and new crews were
trained. The little lifeboat station grew. Im-
provements were made and the hut became
more comfortable.

The lifeboat station became a popular gather-
ing place for its members, gradually they began
to decorate and furnish it so they could meet
there. Over time they found that people
wanted to join for the club's social activities
and fewer members were interested in going
out on lifesaving missions, so they hired some
professionals to do this work.

Then, one day, there was a large ship wreck
and the hired crews brought in boatloads of
cold, wet, and half-drowned people. The beau-
tiful new club was in chaos.

At the next meeting members pointed out that
the club’s lifesaving activities were becoming a
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hindrance to the normal life of the club, they sug-
gested perhaps the messy work of lifesaving
could be done elsewhere and their comfortable
club could continue without interference.

This is not an original story and you can see the
analogy with the church. We celebrated Pente-
cost on 24" May. At the first Christian Pentecost
the Holy Spirit was seen visibly and heard audibly
to alight on 12 ordinary followers of Jesus. The
disciples were empowered to proclaim the Good
News of Jesus in incredibly difficult and danger-
ous circumstances. That day in Jerusalem 3,000
people accepted the message and were
baptised.

Those first disciples went all over the world to
tell people of Jesus, to bring the light of God's
love to the dark places of the world. To call peo-
ple to repent of their sin and change their lives
for God. That is why we have churches built in
every village and town; not to create a club but
to create Life Saving Stations which drag people
out of lives of anguish, abandonment and despair
and bring them to know and worship their loving
creator. Come and join us to celebrate, and go
out empowered to carry God's love to the world.

Looking Back, Moving Forward.

How often do you look back on the past year/
decade and think ‘how quickly time has passed’?
| don’t know if it's anything to do with getting
older (or being busy), but | really feel that 2026
has flown by — how can we be in June already??
Surely it was only last week we were putting up
the Christmas decorations?

July will mark 10 years since we made the move
up here from Oxfordshire, beginning our career
change from local government and teaching to
B&B owners!

This year also marks a ‘big birthday’ and | think
when we reach a milestone it is inevitable to re-
flect on the last 10 years and then think ahead to
what the next 10 years may have in store. Look-
ing back, | have thought a lot about my teaching
career and how it all started.

Following University | joined the Camp America
scheme, where graduates were placed at a sum-
mer camp somewhere in the US to work as a
counsellor with American children. | set off from
Heathrow in June 1988, flying to JFK airport in
New York. After arriving | was met by Camp
America reps who allocated me to a Christian
Girl’s Summer camp in New York State in the Adi-
rondacks, a 4-hour bus ride from the city. There
were 3 other females who were also travelling
there, all from different parts of the UK. It is
amazing to reflect on this now, surely, | must
have felt nervous and hesitant, but | do remem-
ber how exciting it all seemed, being in a vibrant
city, so different from the Oxfordshire town |
came from!

Arriving at Camp Cherith, | was met by the camp
Director who assigned me to a team leader. Very
quickly 1 was bowled over by the warmth and
kindness of the American staff. They immediately
made me feel incredibly welcome and that reac-
tion has stayed with me ever since. The Christian
ethos of the camp was evident, from the daily
Bible study sessions with staff each morning, to
guided study with the girls and regular singing in
the canteen following our lunch and evening
meals.

At Camp, there was a long tradition of staff hav-
ing “Bird Names”. This comes from 1 Kings 17
where Elijah is fed by ravens in the Kerith Ravine.
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The Lord provided for and sustained Elijah with
these birds. In the same way, the staff spiritually
fed and cared for the campers. | took the name
Chaffinch (shortened to Chaffy) and that was
how | was referred to by staff and campers alike.

| took part and led various activities including
campcraft (thanks to my Girl Guide training),
archery and riflery. The experiences and memo-
ries are too numerous to mention here, one high-
light being a whole camp English tea-party with
traditional cucumber sandwiches, scones and of
course loads of tea. There were also low points,
most notably the constant attack of mosquitos,
keen for some English blood!

My experience there was so overwhelming that |
returned the following year and the one after.
Whilst there, not only did | affirm my own Chris-
tian faith, but also made the swift decision to
train as a Religious Studies teacher.

The peace, tranquillity and beauty of the Adiron-
dacks is similar to the sensation | experienced
when first arriving here, 10 years ago. | am there-
fore excited about what the next 10 years has in
store for me, and | encourage those of you read-
ing this to share with me the feeling of content-
ment living in such an amazing part of the world.

There is something so powerfully beautiful about
bird song. | seem to be more aware of it than
ever before. | have a brilliant app on my phone
which identifies birdsong and it’s a revelation!
Just working in my garden on one day at the be-
ginning of March | heard 13 different species.
Hidden in the trees and bushes either side of the
Poltross burn they were singing to welcome the
spring and stake a claim to a territory in our gar-
den. May they prosper.

Thrilled with this wonderful new tool and de-
lighted with the vibrancy of nature | suggested to
a friend who lives in Doncaster, that he should
try it out at home. He protested that there were
no birds around where he lived but | was con-
vinced he would be surprised by the local wildlife
— birds love gardens don’t they? Towns have gar-
dens don’t they? Two days later he tried it out
and heard .....drum roll.... a house sparrow. The
comparison between the richness of the environ-
ment here in Gilsland and the impoverished envi-
ronment in which so many people and so few
other living things exist was very sobering.

May brought a week in Islay. My first bird of the
day did not require an app to identify. Sitting on
a telegraph wire beside the cottage was a
cuckoo, calling incessantly, it's stripped breast

akes care of them, and you
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and long tail clearly visible. Later a walking in a
bluebell wood, the smell of the flowers and the
constant cuckooing from multiple birds was an
experience | will treasure for ever.

Residents of Gilsland tell me they used to hear
cuckoos many years ago but not now. Experts tell
us that the distribution of cuckoos has moved
north and west. Why? Is this because the birds
whose nest they appropriate are no longer nest-
ing in the fields around here? Why? Perhaps it’s a
change from hay to silage production or perhaps
a result of a change in climate. Whatever the rea-
son we are the poorer for it.

We are blessed to be able to share our woods,
gardens , fields and moorlands with a wonder-
fully rich and diverse avian community. Let us do
all we can to ensure our children and grandchil-
dren can have the same experience.

For anyone interested the app is called “Merlin”
and it's run by Cornell University. It's free to
download.

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Feed the birds ¢ but thoughtfully

If you enjoy feeding the birds, you are not alone.
Up to 60% of all households in the UK regularly
feed their wild birds, according to surveys from
UK Pet Food. It all adds up to an estimated £250
million in sales annually, with roughly 150,000
tonnes of seed being sold.

When feeding wild birds, here are five mistakes
to avoid:

Not keeping the feeders clean. This can spread
disease. The RSPB advises cleaning bird feeders
once a week with a mild soap such as washing-up
liquid. Do it outside, using brushes that you keep
for this job alone.

Leaving too much food out. It attracts rodents.
Instead, the RSPB advises that little and often is
best. But keep an eye on those feeders and keep
them topped up. When birds are nest-building
and raising broods, they need a lot of energy.
Feed peanuts in a rigid mesh feeder, so that large
piece of nut cannot choke baby birds. Avoid put-
ting out fat in hot weather — it can go rancid.

Feeding bread. This can lead to malnutrition.
Bread is high in carbohydrates, while garden
birds require a protein-rich and high-calorie diet.
A chick with a stomach full of bread can freeze to
death overnight. Ideally, feed a combination of
mealworms, seeds, sunflower hearts, dried fruit,
peanuts and fat.

Forgetting to provide water. Birds need to drink
and bathe daily, especially in hot weather.
Change the water every day and keep the basin
clean.

Putting feeders in the wrong place. Place your
feeders near to shrubs, trees and bushes, to pro-
vide cover. Blackbirds and robins are ground
feeders, whereas tits and sparrows prefer to feed
from hanging stations. Using an array of feeders
will attract a wide range of birds.

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Re-joining the Choir:
Why people are the helpers, not
priests, of Creation

Urbanisation has taken us away from the rest of
Creation, often reducing it in our eyes to a re-
source that we draw on when we feel like it, or
need it. But Jesus said the stones would start
praising Him if people didn’t (Luke 19:40), and in
the Psalms and Job, all of Creation is praising
God. There is no hint here that people are
needed to enable Creation’s praise to happen.
The singing is metaphorical, but it draws atten-
tion to fact that all creatures praise God by being
themselves. They don’t only praise with their
‘voices’, but with everything else they do as well:
eating, running, hopping, grooming, reproducing,
and so on (which is a reminder to us that our
whole lives can be an act of praise to God).

Our isolation from Creation’s praise can add to
our sense that the whole world revolves around
us and our needs. In reality, Creation is God-
centred and ‘His name alone is exalted” (Psalm
148:13). The value of Creation for God is not nec-
essarily linked to its value for us — it is of value to
God because He made it, He cares for it, and it
praises Him.

Genesis 1:28 says that we must “rule over the
fish in the sea and the birds in the sky and over
every living creature that moves on the ground”.
To rule wisely we need to get hold of the fact
that, although we have a special responsibility,
we are creatures alongside all the other crea-
tures. One way to ground ourselves in this idea is
to re-join the choir and worship God together
with every other living and non-living thing on
earth.

Rather than being needed to help Creation praise
God, we can actually rely on it to help us in our
worship. Sharing God’s delight in Creation, we
can learn to delight in God. In return, the best
thing we can do is to let living things recover
their full fruitfulness as much as possible so they
can praise God fully. We are called to a life of
humble service, taking care of each other and
everything else on this planet. In this way, we can
choose to see other creatures as they are, point-
ing our attention away from themselves towards
God — until we are caught up in their praise of
Him.

William of York ¢ Arch Bishop and Saint - Celebrated on 8th June

Have you ever been the victim of someone else’s
malice and ambition? Then William of York (d
1154) is the saint for you. William Fitzherbert was
born into a noble family, with royal connections.
He was also smart — appointed treasurer of York at
a young age, and also as a chaplain to King
Stephen. But none of it went to his head — he was
loved for his kind, amiable and easy-going person-
ality.

William of York crosses the river Ouse. The Ouse
bridge collapses but no one is killed

Then in 1140 Thurston, the archbishop of York,
died. The canons of York knew whom they
wanted, and with royal support William was made
Thurston’s successor. Yet all was not well: a disap-
pointed minority hated him and had the support
of powerful men. William was accused of simony,
and of being unchaste. The row brought in the
Pope and several bishops, and William was
cleared. Yet still — all was not well. That Pope died,
and the new Pope was a Cistercian, who preferred
the enemies of William. And so, he was deposed.

Yet William seems to have taken all this malice
and power-grabbing in his stride. He simply retired
to Winchester to live as a devout monk until 1153.
Then that year several of his key enemies died,
and he was restored as archbishop to York. At last
all looked good for him — and he made a trium-
phant return to York in 1154.
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But then — disaster struck again: a few days later
William was dead — poison was strongly sus-
pected. He was buried in his cathedral and mira-
cles were reported at his tomb. He was regarded
as both the victim of grave injustice and as a
saint. In 1421 the famous St William window was
made, depicting his life and miracles and death in
62 scenes.
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A boy, drowned in a well, is revived by St William from the
St William window, York Minster

The St William window was crafted around
1414, and is attributed to the master glazier John
Thornton, who also created the Minster's Great
East Window. It towers 78 feet high, and features
95 individual panels detailing the life and mira-
cles of William Fitzherbert (Archbishop of York)
